TROY COMMUNITY FARM CSA

We have been growing certified organic food on Madison’s northside since 2001, and we are proud to be the
city’s first urban farm. Our production focus is on intensive hand-scale techniques that make the most of limited
urban spaces. We also emphasize reduced fossil fuel inputs by growing starts in our passive solar greenhouse,
cultivating with wheel hoes and hand hoes, and using carefully managed cover crops, mulch, and crop rotations to
improve soil productivity.

Troy Community Farm is the heart of Troy Gardens, a unique 26-acre development that includes restored prairie,
woodlands, trails, and community gardens, as well as our 5-acre farm. Members are welcome to visit and walk
through Troy Gardens at any time. A self-guided tour brochure is available at the kiosk at the front of the land.

A STANDARD SHANR E is aweekly selection of vegetables
designed to feel plentiful but not overwhelming to households that enjoy
eating fresh vegetables. Each share has between 6 and 8 different
vegetables in the early season (about a grocery bag full) and between 8 vl o
and 12 in the later part (generally requires a second bag). Our standard ]

AnEVERY OTHER WEEK SHANR € includes the same selection and quantity of vegetables as the
standard share, except that members only pick it up every other week. The season runs for 20 weeks and
includes 10 shares. $350

An €GG SHANR E€ is available through Keene Organics. Their free range and pastured brown eggs have a
dedicated following in Madison. While the eggs themselves are not yet certified, the chickens are raised from
certified organic pullets and are fed only on certified organic pasture and grains without any medications. See the
Keene Organics website for more information.

We set up a
market style display where our farmers are present to answer
questions throughout the pickup. Members pack their own
shares from the display and often have choices about which
specific varieties or even which types of vegetables go into
their shares. Pickups for 2012 start on Thursday 31 May and
end on Thursday 18 October. The pickup time is 4:00 to 6:30
PM. If members miss that time slot, pre-packed shares are
available on our farmer’s porch right down the road from the
farm from 7:00 PM on Thursday to 6:00 AM on Friday.

of North Prospect and Chadboune Avenues. This pickup site
will be a more traditional style where members pickup pre-packed shares from the porch of one of our members.
This pickup will be on Friday afternoons from 3:00 to 7:00 PM starting on 1 June and ending on 19 October.
